Disqualification of Directors

The Articles of Association and the Companies Acts impose limitations on who may be a director of a company.  These limitations are expanded by the Charities Act (Section 72 Charities Act 1993) and HM Revenue & Customs guidance for trustees and directors of charitable companies.  Accordingly, the following persons cannot be members of Council:

· Anyone who has been involved in tax fraud or who has been convicted of an offence including deception or dishonesty, unless the conviction is spent.

· Anyone who is an undischarged bankrupt or who has made compositions or arrangements with their creditors and has not been discharged in respect of it.

· Anyone who is disqualified from acting as a charity trustee or who has previously been removed from trusteeship of a charity by the court or the Charity Commissioners or been stopped from acting in a management capacity within a charity. 

· Anyone who is under a disqualification order under the Company Directors’ Disqualification Act 1986.

· Anyone who is of unsound mind.
